
 
 

Cook’s Wastepaper & Recycling is 

coming to your town!  Starting 

November 1st, 2011 Cook’s will be 

providing the garbage and recycling 

services in the City of Volga.  95-

gallon carts will be delivered to each 

residential household to be used for 

garbage service to be picked up every 

Friday.   Recycling services will also be 

provided two times per month.  

Recycling may be set out 5 feet away 

from your garbage cart in any type of 

container you wish, including your old 

garbage cans or clear/white garbage 

bags. 
 

Recycling will be picked up on the 2nd 

& 4th Fridays of the month.  In 

December you will be receiving a 

refrigerator magnet indicating the 

recycling dates and holiday pickups 

for 2012.  Below will be the recycling 

dates for the remainder of 2011. 

November 11th & 25th 

December 9th & 23rd 

Recycling is great way to decrease the 

amount of trash your household 

produces.   We will gladly pickup 

additional items however there is 

typically a fee involved, depending on 

the amount of additional refuse or 

type of item that you wish to dispose 

of.  Please call our office the day 

before your regular scheduled pickup 

to arrange disposal of the additional 

items.  You will then be informed of 

the associated fees.

Chipboard (cereal boxes) 

Magazines 

Junk Mail and Office Papers (shredded 

paper is to be bagged in a clear plastic bag) 

Phone Books 

Plastic Bottles, Jugs, and Tubs ONLY 

(Never mind the “number” that is on the 

container as that is becoming somewhat 

irrelevant. If it falls into the category above 

we will accept it, otherwise it should be 

discarded).  Caps on bottles and jugs are 

permitted. 

Aluminum Beverage Cans 

Tin or Steel cans (aerosol cans are permitted 

provided that the contents have been 

completely removed) 

Clean Aluminum Foil and Trays 

Plastic Grocery Bags 

Trash Bags (minus any trash) 

Dry Cleaning Bags
